Nestled in the rolling green hills of Virginia, close to our nation’s capital, Fort A.P. Hill lies near many historical Civil War landmarks. This 76,000-acre facility has hosted the national Scout jamboree since 1981. The Boy Scouts of America uses approximately 3,000 acres of land to support a city of more than 43,000 Scouts and leaders.

Then, go to www.bsajamboree.org.  Click on Registration on the left of the page. Then click Boy Scout Regisration.  Read through several pages of terms and conditions.  At the bottom of the last Medical Requirements page, click on Register Now.

A pop up window will prompt you to enter www.MyScouting.org to start a youth or adult leader application. 
If you have an existing MyScouting account enter your email address and password.

If you are setting up a NEW MyScouting account, click the word here on the right side under "New to MyScouting?" Click No and submit on the E-Learning screen to set up a new account. Register on the MYSCOUTING REGISTRATION page with the parent information.  If parent is NOT registered with the BSA, leave Council Number and Member ID blank and click Submit to continue.  You will then be directed to click a link in a confirmation email that will be sent to you.  Click prompts and you will be redirectedback to MyScouting Logon page to enter your email address and new password.  Once entering the 
Print the Registration Confirmation, get the Scoutmaster signature and deliver it to the Old Colony Council office with the $200 deposit to hold your spot in a Council troop as soon as possible.  To use a scout account toward the required deposit, pay the deposit at the Council office and see Bill Parker with a receipt for reimbursement from your son's scout account.
